The Local Military Veterans Groups and their families and friends have a question to
be directed to all the governing body candidates who use the Illinois Municipal
Retirement Plan (IMRF) for their employees:

Question:

If elected would you be willing to consider adopting the attached Illinois Municipal
Retirement IMRF Form 63a resolution for your Military Veteran employees?

If adopted the veteran employee would be allowed to obtain credit for the years
spent away from home in the service of the country. The maximum is (4) years the

veteran could purchase towards his/her IMRF pension.

The 2007 Public Act:

Amends the IMRF Article of the lllinois Pension Code. Increases the
amount of creditable service a participating employee may be granted for
service in the armed forces of the United States from 24 months to 48
months. Amends the State Employee Article of the lllinois Pension Code.
Increases the amount of military service prior to entering the System for
which a person may establish creditable service from 2 years to 4 years.
Amends the State Mandates Act to require implementation without
reimbursement. Signed into law 8/28/2007.

In Conclusion:

Your local area Military Veterans would like to give our thanks to Mayor
Baldermann and the Village of New Lenox Trustees for being the first to pass the
resolution showing their on-going support for Veterans when returning to the
“Home of Proud Americans” after serving their country with honor.
